By
incorporating people into many of his images,
he managed to convey the sheer scale of the
mountains down to the diversity of the people
who live there.

Self made artist and photographer and started
drawing as a child and always liked arts and
photography.

The simplicity (and
complexity at the same time) of this art is fas-
cinating. There's so much you can disclose just
by using one black ink pen on a white sheet of
paper. The contrast between black and white
is very powerful and Vytas believes that lines
can speak. And he saw many artists who made
them speak very loud and he decided that he
wanted to do the same. When needed, some
colour is also added to his drawings.

Vytas also does watercolour and ink drawings,
but at the moment they are pushed aside a
little because on 1st of January he started a
drawing challenge - a drawing a day for a year
- with the goal of developing the style and skill
for graphic drawing.

“Towards the end of the year 2014 | got hooked
on drawing again after a relatively long break of
not drawing. A couple of friends of mine asked
me to do several images for them and | gladly
did. Afterwards, | didn't want to let go of pencils
and pens, drawing felt truly great, it made me
happy and relaxed. However, | wasn't too
satisfied with the results of my previous
sporadic drawing, so before the start of the
year 2015 | told myself that | want to become
better at it, and there’s no better way to
improve than by practicing every day. | saw
various challenges that other artists and
photographers took, but most of them were
rather short - a month or three. | figured that
such time of frame would be not enough for
me as | am a rather lazy person. That's how

| have risen to the challenge of drawing and
finishing a piece every day for the entire year.

| took up a quest that would force me out of
my comfort zone. Now | am more than halfway
through and not ready to stop.

My passion or connection to mountains is very
simple and yet complicated. | am a kid from
the countryside of Lithuania, a country which

is relatively flat, has only beautiful waving hills
and the highest peak is below three hundred
meters. Mountains is something | have never
seen when growing up and they fascinate me.
Everything about them - from how they have
formed and what they are composed of, to
their shapes and variety of things you can find
there. Mountains are magical to me. Every time
I am hiking, | feel uplifted, happier, relaxed.
There's just something truly special about
them. And in general, my love for nature in my
heart is immense. It never ceases to amaze me,
because everything that happens there is
perfect and imperfect at the same time.
Mistakes never really occur, because everything
that happens is the way it is supposed to be.
Nature is flawed, because we barely ever see
straight (we humans often associate straight
with perfect) lines in it, but perfect at the same
time because it creates mind blowing images
every day. And mountains are most imperfect
of land forms of them all, as you barely ever
see straight lines there. There are ups and
downs, highs and lows, valleys and peaks. Just
like our heartbeats. Maybe that's the magical
connection between me (or us humans) and
mountains - it physically represents my life line,
the constant change as there are never
identical images in the mountains. Every view
of them is beautiful, just as every moment of
our lives is.”

Tell us something about yourself. Who is
Bartolomeo Rossi and what do you do?

Bartolomeo is a student who is about to
graduate in his bachelors, while doing this he
tries to keep up with his passions for photo-
graphy and nature.

Your work contains a lot of mountain
related shots. What is your connection with
mountains?

My connection with mountains is a tangled
relationship: | am not used to go hiking every
weekend and lately this (unluckily) became a
rare occasion. The mountain represents a place
of peace and serenity: | am lucky to live in a
region of Italy that is home to some of the most
beautiful mountains in the country, located
pretty close to my hometown; when | feel the
need to reflect or relax | just take the car and
reach the closest mountain.
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The aspect that has always and will always
fascinate me about the mountains is that they
need to be conquered: they demand effort,
training and patience, just who is able to reach
the top will then be able to enjoy the view,
which becomes the sweetest price after hours
of tiring walking.

Tell us some background info of the winning
shot. Describe the moment for us and where
is it taken?

The picture that won was taken on a mountain
named Cuarnan, about 30 minutes from my
house. We were walking back after a long hike
of about 3 hours and in front the sun was a
beautifully setting after a grey and cloudy day.
When | noticed that the light was perfect to
take some silhouette shots | decided to
experiment something different. Therefore |
asked my friend who was with me if he could
simply jump over the small hill in front of the
panorama and as easy as that, it happened.
This picture wasn't neither thought trough nor

prepared before, it is simply a great jump. My
friend actually hurt his ankle, but these are the
risks you need to take in order to reach a great
result. Lastly what I like about this shot is that
the background is actually my region, with its
mountains, its cities and its rivers.

What is your personal most favourite
mountain shot and why?

My favorite picture is the one with the woods
hided between the clouds. What really strikes
me are the colors that | was never able to
grasp before, even more in the woods. It
almost looks like the entire forest is displayed
in layers, starting from the darkest to reach the
white of the snow. On the left is possible to no-
tice a group of five trees which stand out from
the rest of the composition and this, | think, is
the center of the attention of the entire picture.
| can't really tell why it strikes me deeply, | think
this image has a meaning that | can not really
explain in words: | don't think it's always
necessary to find a reason behind a picture.

What gear do you use?

My camera is a Nikon d610 which | often use
with a 50 mm. Another lens which | often use
is the 70-200 because of its clearance and the
quality of the details captured. I also own a
fisheye and a 24-85, but those are lenses which
| use exclusively when | have to work. When |
want to travel light (hiking for example)

I normally take only the 50 mm. This can
sounds like a weird choice, but | personally
believe that, in order to take the perfect shot,
you also need to feel comfortable with your
equipment and the 50 mm is the lens | feel
more attached to.

Any mountain photography related advice?

My only advice is to enjoy and respect the
mountain: if you are able to get in touch with
nature, the photos will shoot themselves. The
techniques are secondary.
